HOW CAN THIS BE HAPPENING?    
Another Oklahoma Chapter is clos-
ing due to the lack of chapter mem-
bers  willing to serve even in the 2 
offices necessary to keep the chap-
ter open (President and Sec/
Treasurer).    With the looming pos-
sibilities of cuts in our retirement and 
health benefits with this Debt Com-
mission, we should be more active 
than ever in keeping NARFE alive 
and a force to be reckoned with in 
Washington. 
 
After pondering this question at 
length, I’ve come to a couple of con-
clusions I would like to share with 
you. 
 
I think many of our chapters are 
more concerned with chapter attend-
ance rather than chapter member-
ship!   It is chapter membership that 
gives our lobbyists the clout they 
need to address our issues in D.C.   
(not how many were at the last 
meeting).   I realize that chapter pro-
grams are a key element to the 
chapter meeting, but it doesn’t do 

anything for the recruiting of new 
members.  (Although, I do think the 
programs help with the issue of 
membership retention, at least for 
those that do attend).    Our focus 
must get back to our recruiting and 
retention efforts if NARFE is going to 
survive.  Every quarter, chapter offic-
ers receive the Recruiting/Retention 
Journal and the Quarterly Report.  
These publications are current and 
provide insight into what other chap-
ters are doing in the area of recruit-
ing.  I encourage every chapter pres-
ident to make reading and studying 
these publications a priority. 

 
Another item of concern with strug-
gling chapters is the size of their 
bank accounts.  It’s great as individ-
uals to have a large bank account, 
but in an organization like ours, it is 
really a travesty to amass a large 
sum of money and watch a chapter 
slowly die.  Then what happens to 
the money?  Why not use your mon-
ey to give incentives to attract new 
recruits, or host chapter picnics and 
invite the federal  community to at-

tend,  advertise in local publications 
geared to seniors,  set up recruiting 
tables at local community events,  
and never miss a chance to attend 
the agency health fairs in the fall 
with a recruiting table.  Even if 
there’s not an immediate response, 
at least the NARFE name is getting 
out there in the community.  We nev-
er know how many new members 
we actually get from these endeav-
ors.  For example, in June, there 
were 6 new members recruited by 3 
Oklahoma chapters.  However, there 
were actually 21 new members re-
cruited (15 recruited by National).  
Who knows how many of these 15 
were first exposed to NARFE by a 
local chapter’s recruiting or advertis-
ing efforts? 

 
It’s time we get down to business 
here in Oklahoma.  I’ve had the 
pleasure to attend two District 2 
chapter meetings, and preparing for 
a chapter program in the fall in Dis-
trict 3.  The Federation has lots of 
resources available to you; we are 
only a phone call away.

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ALHEIMER’S:  BETTY LO WREY  

Did you notice the news media 
increased coverage of Alzhei-
mer’s during mid-July? The rea-
son is that every July, the 
world’s largest conference of its 
kind is held, the Alzheimer’s As-
sociation International Confer-
ence on Alzheimer’s Disease 
(AAICAD). The source of  news 
is the press releases, abstracts, 
and papers presented at the 
Conference which was held in 
Honolulu this year and will be 
held in Paris in 2011 
 
The news media reported on the 
draft updated set of guidelines 
presented at the conference for 
diagnosing Alzheimer’s disease 
which have not changed in the 
last 25 years. The guidelines 
were developed by three work-
ing groups convened by the Na-
tional Institutes of Health and 
Alzheimer’s Association. 

The guidelines will be comment-
ed on, revised, published in a 
peer-reviewed journal, and then 
validated through use in clinical 
trials.  
 
According to the proposed 
guidelines, tests involving brain 
imaging and screening fluids in 
the cerebrospinal fluid (CSF) 
can now be used clinically in di-
agnosing Alzheimer’s disease. 
The guidelines suggest Alzhei-
mer’s should be diagnosed in 
three stages – advanced dis-
ease, mild disease, and a new 
category called pre-clinical dis-
ease. The pre-clinical stage, 
about 10 years before dementia 
sets in, is seen as the best place 
to intervene in the disease, and 
is why brain scans, spinal fluid 
tests, and other biomarkers that 
predict Alzheimer’s are consid-
ered so important. Some re-

searchers believe most Alzhei-
mer’s drugs have failed because 
they were tried in people whose 
disease was too advanced to do 
any good.  
 
During the conference, it was 
reported that the US govern-
ment, private insurance and in-
dividuals spend $172 billion a 
year to treat people with Alzhei-
mer’s disease. The disease af-
fects 26 million people globally 
and is the most common form of 
dementia. By 2050, the cost of 
Alzheimer’s care will reach 
$1.08 trillion a year in the US, 
according to the Alzheimer’s As-
sociation. Over the next 40 
years, Alzheimer’s will cost the 
US about $20 trillion.  
 

Come November, we will have a 
new U.S. Representative for 
Congressional District 5.  Our 
current representative, Mary 
Fallin, is seeking to become 
Oklahoma’s first female gover-
nor.  There are nine candidates 
seeking to replace Congress-
woman Fallin, two democrats 
and 7 republicans.  Thanks to 
Brian Hammond from Chapter 
184, we have had the opportuni-
ty to meet two of the candidates 
up close and personal.  On May 
20, republican candidate, Kevin 
Calvey, was the guest speaker 
for Chapter 184 and on July 15, 
Billy Coyle, a democrat, spoke 

to the group.  Both candidates 
appeared to be very sensitive to 
senior issues and stated they 
would consider legislation favor-
able to retired public servants. 
 
Our own Richard Prawdzienski, 
Legislative Chairperson for the 
Edmond Chapter 947 of 
NARFE, is a candidate for Lieu-
tenant Governor for the State of 
Oklahoma.  Richard, an Inde-
pendent, is being opposed by 
one Democratic and five Repub-
lican candidates.  I applaud Mr. 
Prawdzienski for his willingness 
to become directly involved in 
the political process.     

 
I encourage all NARFE mem-

bers, especially those in District 

5, to be sure to go to the polls 

and vote on July 27 in the pri-

mary election.  Also, remember 

you can vote early beginning the 

Friday prior to the election.

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FEDERATION RECRUITING INCENTIVES 

Incentives Effective May 1, 2010 to April 30, 2011  
 

1. Incentive for recruiting Active Federal Employees (AFE):  
(a) Each Active Federal Employee who is recruited by a chapter in the Oklahoma Federation, and 

pays the current application fee, from May 1, 2010 through April 30, 2011 will receive a $10 
award from the Oklahoma Federation.  

 
(b) Each chapter recruiting an Active Federal Employee will receive a $10.00 award. (chapter 
benefit) To implement this incentive, Chapter Presidents will send copies of their M-112 each month 
showing the AFE's who qualify for the award to Robert Oltmanns, Federation Treasurer, 14901 N. 
Penn Ave. Apt. 169, Oklahoma City, OK 73134-6073  
 
2. Incentives for using Dues Withholding:  
(a). Each retired Federal Employee who joins a NARFE chapter in the Oklahoma Federation from 
June 1, 2009 to April 30,2010, and who uses dues withholding to pay his/her National and Chapter 
dues, will receive a $20 incentive award from the Oklahoma Federation.  
(b). Existing chapter members who switch to dues withholding during the period from May 1, 2010 to 
April 30, 2011 will receive a $20 incentive award from the Oklahoma Federation.  
To implement these incentives, Chapter Presidents will send the Form DW-3 (Green Card) or Form 
DW-2 (White Card) or a copy of their M112 to Robert Oltmanns, Federation Treasurer.  
 
3. Incentive for Spousal Recruitment:  
An existing chapter member’s spouse who joins NARFE will receive a $10 award.  
To implement this incentive, chapter presidents will send a copy of their M112 to Robert Oltmanns, 
Federation Treasurer  
 
4. Incentive for Reinstatements: (-chapter benefit)  
Each chapter in the Oklahoma Federation who reinstates a dropped member from May 1, 2010 to 
April 30, 2011 will receive a $10 incentive award for each member who has been restored to NARFE 
membership. This includes LSA and Life members who start paying their chapter dues again.  
To implement this incentive, each quarter the Chapter Presidents will send copies of their M112’s 
showing the reinstated members, to Robert Oltmanns, Federation Treasurer.  

 
I encourage you to stay up to date on the National Convention news by 

checking the National website, www.narfe.org, often during the convention proceedings. 
There will be news updates posted each day condensing the results of actions taken. 

We can expect to deal this year with possible dues increases and sweeping  
reforms of our organization in general.  Whether or not you agree with such changes, 

you will want to know what is happening at the convention.  We will have new officers in 
place by the end of the convention.  Please take advantage of the opportunity our  

website gives us to stay informed.  Our dues help to pay for this kind of service 
to its members. 
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
